SUMMARY OF THE ISSUE(S)

The purpose of this item is to seek approval from the State Board of Education (SBE) on changes to the Title III Accountability system, as described in the Consolidated State Application Workbook, to meet the requirements of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA). To comply with the Title III accountability program requirements authorized by the ESEA, the California Department of Education (CDE) must provide the U.S. Department of Education (ED) with evidence of inclusion of graduation rate data for secondary English learner (EL) students in annual measurable achievement objective (AMAO) 3 calculations as well as provide information on the calculation of AMAO 1 and 2.
RECOMMENDATION
The CDE recommends that the SBE approve the following changes to the State of California Consolidated State Application Workbook (Workbook) to comply with the Title III program authorized by the ESEA:
· Include graduation rate data for secondary school EL students in AMAO 3 calculations consistent with AYP calculations.
· For purposes of calculating AMAO 1 and 2, include the SBE-approved weighting for the calculation of the overall English Language Development Test (CELDT) score for students in kindergarten and grade 1 (K–1). 
These changes are for the purposes of district accountability only and do not impact  how a school should use CELDT results to determine the EL status of a student or the local criteria for determining when a student is redesignated as fluent English proficient. 

BRIEF HISTORY OF KEY ISSUES

California’s Title III accountability system, established in 2003–04, has been updated several times in response to changing federal requirements. Most recently, in January 2010, the SBE approved changes to the Title III accountability system to comply with the Notice of Final Interpretations (NOFI) issued by the ED in October 2008. However, the April 2013 monitoring visit by the ED’s Title III State Consolidated Grant Group of the Student Achievement and School Accountability Program Office noted that the calculation of AMAO 3 does not include EL graduation rate data and is not in compliance with the Title III accountability program Section 3122(a)(3)(A)(iii) of the ESEA (see Title III Monitoring Report http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/pn/im/infomemoaug2013.asp).

In meeting these requirements, upon the SBE approval, the graduation rate data for the EL student group will be included in the 2012–13 Title III Accountability Reports which will be released in fall of 2013. The graduation rate is a required component of Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for schools and local educational agencies (LEAs) with high school students. The graduation rate data are included in California AYP computations.

In addition, the monitoring visit found that the state needed to submit an amendment to the Workbook to define its calculation of AMAO 1 and 2. In 2010, the SBE approved the computation of the overall score and proficiency level for K–1 students and the performance level cut scores for the K–1 reading and writing assessments. These changes have been implemented, but need to be included in the Workbook.  

SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION
In May and July 2010, the SBE adopted the computation of the overall score and English language proficient level for K–1 students and approved the performance level cut scores for the K–1 reading and writing assessments to be included in the Title III Accountability Reports.
In January 2010, the SBE approved changes to the Title III accountability system to comply with the NOFI issued by the ED in October 2008.

In September 2007, the SBE approved adjustments to the targets for AMAOs 1 and 2 that were necessary due to changes in the performance levels and the establishment of a common scale for the CELDT.

In 2003, the SBE defined the AMAOs and targets for the Title III accountability system as required by the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 as follows:

1. AMAO 1 measures the percent of ELs meeting their annual growth targets in learning English.

2. AMAO 2 measures the percent of ELs that attain the English language proficient level on the CELDT.

3. AMAO 3 measures whether the EL student group has met Title I AYP targets in English–language arts and mathematics as measured by the NCLB approved assessments.

These targets are applied only at the LEA level and only for LEAs that received Title III funds.

FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)
Any state or LEA that does not abide by the mandates or provisions of the federal ESEA is at risk of losing federal funding. All costs associated with preparation of the Title III accountability reports are included in the CDE’s Analysis, Measurement, and Accountability Reporting Division’s budget.

� In California, AYP is based upon results from the California Standards Test (CST) in grades two through eight, the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA) in grades two through eight, and ten; the California Modified Assessment (CMA) in grades three through eight (grades three through seven in mathematics); and the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) in grade ten.
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
