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The original agenda item for the California Native American Supplemental Instructional Materials included eight applicants to be considered for appointment to the review committee. Since this is a special review and we received only a small number of applications, instead of including only mini-biographies of the applicants, as is the practice in the regular instructional materials process, the full applications were included with the State Board of Education (SBE) agenda packet. Two applications were incomplete and not recommended. Six of the eight applicants were recommended for SBE approval by the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) at its May 2008 meeting.
