	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the first time that districts have requested the use of Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) money to purchase and use higher level texts (high school materials) for high performing students in elementary schools. Current law restricts these funds to be used for SBE adopted texts at the K-8 level only. 

An approved SBE petition is requested so that a district may purchase these with IMFRP money, and use high school texts in place of SBE adopted material in certain high performing classrooms, and still be in compliance with the requirements of the Williams lawsuit of having standards aligned material for each student in all subject areas. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Language within the IMFRP in California Education Code (EC) Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant petitions for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The district is seeking approval of this petition to enable it to implement a non-adopted high school geometry program for its advanced student population at three middle schools. These are students who have already completed the Algebra 1 course by the end of seventh grade. The district will offer one section of geometry at each school, with approximately 30 students per section; approximately 90 students will be affected by the petition in total. 
The Mathematics Content Standards for California Public Schools only contain grade level-specific standards for Kindergarten through grade seven. The content standards for grades eight through twelve are grouped under discipline headings, such as algebra, 
geometry, and so on. Currently, the SBE only adopts materials for algebra as part of its 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


kindergarten through grade eight instructional materials adoptions. 

The district is petitioning to use IMFRP funds to purchase a geometry textbook published by Holt, Rinehart and Winston. The district has submitted a standards map indicating the alignment of this text to the California geometry standards. The district’s standards maps show coverage of the standards in this discipline, and are attached to their petition request. 
The middle schools covered by the petition are very high achieving. All three schools have a 10 ranking on the Academic Performance Index. District test scores on the mathematics Content Standards Test are much higher than the state average, with at least 62 percent scoring at “Proficient” or “Advanced” levels on the Algebra 1 assessment (compared to 38 percent statewide).

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The district has stated that the cost of the adoption of the Holt geometry textbook for its eighth grade students will be $15,000 for the first year and $5,000 in subsequent years, for a total of $20,000 in this petition request. The district intends to provide each student with a textbook to take and leave at home, as well as a full classroom set for use at school. 
The district’s 2007-08 IMFRP (based on an estimate from the first apportionment figure) is $1,011,938.
