	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved several waivers similar to this request at previous meetings. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Under the provisions of EC sections 33050–33053, the Plumas Unified School District (PUSD) requests that specific language of a subsection of the EC relating to term limits for members of a Citizens’ Oversight Committee (COC) be waived. The purpose of the COC is to inform the public concerning the expenditure of bond revenues. The COC reviews and reports on the proper expenditure of taxpayers’ money for school construction. The COC holds public meetings and advises the public as to whether the District is in compliance with all of the statutory requirements of the bond and school construction projects. 
The PUSD wants to retain for an additional two-year term six of the eight members of the COC who were initially approved by the PUSD’s governing board in January of 2003. The term of these six members expires in January 2009. 

Two new committee members have been added, but the PUSD has been unable to fill

the term of the six remaining members and would like the terms of the remaining members to be extended to December 2011. The governing board and the current members of the COC made personal contacts with many people in the PUSD and have been unable to recruit volunteers to replace members of the committee. Additionally, an article in the local newspaper appealed for members, but it was unsuccessful in the recruitment of new members. 
According to the PUSD, a construction plan has been developed, but due to the climate in the area the construction season is only five or six months per year. An extension of the members’ terms will allow the COC to complete the construction plan established by the PUSD. 

Attachment 2 is a list of the members and the appointments and ending dates for each member’s current term.
The California Department of Education recommends approval of this waiver for one additional two-year term for six current members who were first appointed in January 2003.
