	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved a revision to SBE Waiver Policy 01-01, Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation on November 9, 2006. This waiver meets this criteria.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Section 131(d)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) requires Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(d)(2) of the Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement based on the following factors.

The SBE Waiver Policy indicates that:

The LEA is:

· A district or agency in a rural, sparsely populated area (as defined by National Center for Education Statistics [NCES] Locale Codes 33, 41, 42, and 43),
or

· A public charter school operating secondary vocational and technical education programs (as evidenced by a SBE issued charter number), and
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The LEA:

· Demonstrates that it is unable to enter into a consortium for purposes of providing activities under this section (as evidenced by a description from the LEA or California Department of Education [CDE] of efforts to enter into a consortium). 

Wheatland Union High School District has a student population of 948 students and is located in the small community of Wheatland in Yuba County. One of only two incorporated cities in Yuba County, Wheatland is nestled at the northeastern edge of California's vast central Sacramento Valley. It is located 34 miles north of Sacramento off of Highway 65. Home to many Beale Air Force Base personnel, Wheatland was a growing community before the housing crisis. Wheatland High School boasts an enrollment of 737 students. The town’s population is 2,275. NCES defines Wheatland with Locale Code #42, Rural, Distant. This district meets the criteria established by the SBE Waiver Policy 01-01. 
The CDE recommends approval.

Demographic Information: Wheatland Union High School District has a student population of 948 and is located in Yuba County.

Authority for Waiver: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, (Public Law 109-270), Section 131(d)(2).

Approval will enable Wheatland Union High School District to receive $14,217 in annual Perkins funds without having to participate in a consortium. The waiver has no significant effect on the distribution of Perkins funds statewide.
