	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Requests to waive the application deadline (August 1 through October 31) for submission of an annual renewal application have been routinely approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) in the past. The SBE Waiver Policy #00-03 gives evaluation guidelines that are used in reviewing this type of waiver. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Due to an oversight, The Rehabilitation Institute of Southern California, a Nonpublic Agency (NPA), missed the 2008 annual certification deadline of October 31, 2007. The staff person who had filled out the form for many years had left the school last summer, and the person who would have picked up responsibility for the application was on medical leave at the time. 
The Rehabilitation Institute of Southern California is a nonpublic agency that provides language and speech services, occupational therapy services, and physical therapy services to students according to their individualized education programs. The agency has been certified since January 1981, and has a capacity of 10 students in the 3-21 age range.
The Department recommends approval of this waiver.

Demographic Information: Orange County SELPA serves over 31,300 students, and its educational facilities include 29 elementary schools, five middle schools, two of which are charter, four 9-12 high schools, a continuation high school, a K-8 math and science magnet school and two special schools.
