	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved a revision to SBE Waiver Policy 01-01, Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation on November 9, 2006. This waiver meets this criteria.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Section 131(d)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(d)(2) of the Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement based on the following factors.

The SBE Waiver Policy indicates that:

The LEA is:

· A district or agency in a rural, sparsely populated area (as defined by National Center for Education Statistics [NCES] Locale Codes 33, 41, 42, and 43),
or

· A public charter school operating secondary vocational and technical education programs (as evidenced by a SBE issued charter number), and
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The LEA:

· Demonstrates that it is unable to enter into a consortium for purposes of providing activities under this section (as evidenced by a description from the LEA or California Department of Education of efforts to enter into a consortium). 

Humboldt County, located in Northwest California, encompasses 2.3 million acres, 80 percent of which is forestlands, protected redwoods and recreation areas. The January 1999 population of Humboldt County was 128,100, according to the Department of Finance. The county has seven incorporated cities ranging in size from approximately 400 to 35,000 persons. Approximately half of the county’s residents live in incorporated communities, while 59 percent of the county lives in the area surrounding Humboldt Bay. NCES has designated Locale Code #33 to Humboldt County Office of Education which is defined as remote. Due to the remote location of this LEA, it is difficult to form a consortium with another district.
The CDE recommends approval.

Demographic Information: Humboldt County Office of Education has a student population of 370 and is located in a rural area Humboldt County.
Authority for Waiver: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, (Public Law 109-270), Section 131(d)(2).

Period of request: July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2012
