	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the providers and training curricula listed on Attachment 1 under the provisions of the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program (MRPDP), Senate Bill 472 (Ch. 524, Statutes of 2006). 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


On November 19, 2007, the Title 5 regulations regarding SB 472 (Ch. 524, Statutes of 2006) were approved. The SBE has approved training providers and their curricula at subsequent SBE meetings.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


SB 472 reauthorized the MRPDP, which provided funding to districts to train teachers, instructional aides, and paraprofessionals in mathematics and reading. The English Learner Professional Development (ELPD) program was added to the MRPDP and provided additional funding to train teachers of English language learners. This agenda item reflects the MRPDP recommendations for the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading/Language Arts—English-Language Development Primary Adoption instructional materials and lists them according to the five Instructional Materials program types:

· Program 1 – Basic

· Program 2 – Basic with English Language Development

· Program 3 – Primary language with English Language Development

· Program 4 – Intervention

· Program 5 – Intervention for English Learners
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES, Continued


Once the providers and their training curricula are approved by the SBE, local educational agencies (LEAs) may contact the approved providers for SB 472 professional development. 
Due to Senate Bill 4 of the 2009-10 Third Extraordinary Session (SBX3 4) and the flexibility in a local educational agency’s (LEA’s) use of funds for this program, CDE and SBE staff anticipate ongoing discussions regarding future approval of providers for the SB 472 program.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Approval of SB 472 ELPD providers allows LEAs to select training providers, for which $25 million was allocated for fiscal year 2008-09.

Approval of additional SB 472 mathematics and reading providers allows more choices for LEAs in selecting training providers, for which $31.7 million was allocated for fiscal year 2008-09. Approval of additional providers does not affect the total dollars available.
