I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
Our current adopted materials in both ELA and Mathematics were completed in accordance with the State of California’s adoption cycle. The district adopted ELA California standards aligned textbooks for all levels in 2003. The district adopted Mathematics California standards aligned textbooks for all levels in 2001. All materials meet guidelines according state adoption standards.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

We have been certified by our County agency as meeting sufficiency requirements during every Williams’ inspection. There have been no findings against our district for insufficiency of materials or found in violation of any kind.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

Our proposed timeline for purchasing Elementary Math Textbooks would be moved to July of 2010. We expect the cost to be approximately $750,000. Our district’s 2008-2009 allocation, based on state calculations, exceeded $1.4 million, a large portion of which was spent on the secondary Mathematics textbook adoption and fulfilling sufficiency requirements for Williams at elementary sites. Our expected allocation in July of 2010 would more than cover the cost of the adoption. 

Additionally, our district is requesting a postponement of the ELA textbook adoption and purchase by one year , until July of 2011, instead of July 2010. Our expected costs of this adoption is in the range of $1.2 million since it would include both elementary and secondary. Our expected allocation would be approximately $1.4 million since our district is neither growing nor shrinking significantly.

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1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program. 

HUSD currently uses standards-aligned Houghton Mifflin and Prentice Hall as the primary curriculum for Mathematics in our K-6 and 7-12 programs, respectively. For our Reading/Language Arts program, we use the state adopted texts from Houghton-Mifflin and McDougall-Littell in K-6 and 7-12, respectively. These programs are supplemented with after school programs such as FLAIR and ASES, as well as teacher training in various forms. District staff includes six full-time trainers of teachers in the areas of Mathematics, English and ELD, who spend almost their entire time at sites training, modeling lessons and calibrating curriculum both horizontally and vertically. All K-12 teachers have received extensive training through our system of “Collaboration Wednesdays” (either late start or early release for time to focus on instruction by all site staff) and site administrators conduct on-going observation of instruction to ensure fidelity of implementation. In addition, secondary teachers/administrators have attended AB466/SB472 training to provide them with a rich understanding of curriculum implementation for the newly adopted and purchased 7-12 Mathematics materials. Supplemental instruction is standards-aligned and is provided through Avenues for students who are identified by annual CELDT testing. Additionally, students at the secondary levels identified as "struggling" are provided with standards-aligned instruction through technology assisted programs such as PLATO, READ 180, and A Plus, among others.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

The attached Certificate of Minutes demonstrates that HUSD has sufficient Reading/Language Arts, ELD and Mathematics textbooks and instructional materials for use by each student. Delay of adoption will have no impact on the textbooks and materials available to students from 2008-2011. All schools that received a Williams visitation had perfect reports.

III. Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a) 

In 2007-2008, HUSD began planning for the adoption and purchase of a new Mathematics Program for our district. In late fall of 2007, the Mathematics Textbook Adoption Committee was formed and began meeting with the intent of finding consensus. After several months’ worth of meetings, the committee settled upon two programs, one for 7-12 and a separate program for K-6, and a plan to implement the 7-12 textbooks in 2008-2009 and K-6 textbooks in 2009-2010. This recommendation was put forward to the board and accepted; the district subsequently purchased 7-12 materials and began SB472 training for those teachers. At the same time, the 
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Avenues materials were purchased to supplement ELA classroom instruction district-wide for 

ELL students, in addition to hiring a full time trainer to support implementation by providing on-site training for all schools. 

HUSD remains committed to serving every student’s needs by providing the best possible training and materials to teachers, as well as having sufficient materials for access in classrooms and at home. Additionally, the Board of Education has established high standards and asked principals to present a plan for reaching 800 at every site by 2010, and 875 by 2014. This will require a continued commitment by sites to established processes within the district such as: Curriculum Calibration Teams, Collaboration Wednesdays, District Curriculum Specialists (Trainers), Data Teams, RtI, SB472 and others. These have all been cited by administration and supported by evidentiary data as instrumental in the progress to date within the district. We believe this delay will allow leadership to infuse these processes throughout the entire system while continuing standards based instruction in both ELA and Mathematics through relief, both programmatic and budgetary. Finally, our district is one of only two in the state to be in Program Improvement without any of our schools receiving the Program Improvement Status. We feel that this is due to our dedication in providing quality staff development through our District coaching model, where six full-time Math and English District Curriculum Specialists provide training in current, scientifically research based, teaching strategies, both on a school-wide and individual teacher basis.
