	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Several petition requests have been submitted to the State Board of Education (SBE) to use Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) funds for the purchase of special education materials from county offices of education (COE). The SBE approved all previous petitions.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


California Education Code (EC) sections 60421(d) and 60200(g) specifically authorize the SBE to grant waivers for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The Kern COE is petitioning to use IMFRP funds to purchase instructional materials for use in the county special education programs. The county serves students with severe cognitive and emotional disabilities who cannot access the state curriculum through state or locally-adopted instructional materials programs and need specially designed adapted materials. These students have specific goals and objectives developed in Individualized Education Plans and use the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA) to meet state testing requirements. Most students at Kern COE are at Level 1, functioning at or below 24 months of age. 
The Kern COE has provided a complete list of materials that they intend to purchase, and they have provided standards maps that indicates where these materials provide coverage of those content standards in English-language arts, mathematics, and science that are assessed through the CAPA. These documents are consistent with other recent petitions related to special education students. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Additionally, the Kern COE provided documentation that they have sufficient texts for all of their students under EC 60119.
The department recommends approval of this petition request.
