	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


One other waiver of this type has been approved by the SBE, none have been denied.

The State Board of Education (SBE) approved Roseville JUHSD waiver request to use  a block schedule including physical education for five high schools in March 2009.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In March 2009, the SBE approved the implementation of the block schedule including physical education. Students will take physical education in either the first or second term of the school year. Under current law, students taking physical education in the first term must take the PFT during the testing window of February 1 through May 31.

The district is requesting a waiver to permit students who are enrolled in the first term of the school year to be tested beginning December 1 of each school year. This waiver will provide a more accurate assessment of the students’ current fitness levels as they would still be enrolled in physical education classes.

The department recommends approval on the conditions that: 1) The district administer the physical fitness test (PFT) December 1, 2009 through May 31, 2010, and that the 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


district must annually submit the physical fitness data from all their schools to the state PFT as required. In addition, the department proposes an expiration date of June 29, 2010, that aligns with the block schedule waiver approved by the SBE, rather than the permanent waiver that the district requested.
