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III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)
Due to the difficulties in the state and uncertainty of funding, our District is requesting a postponement of the 2008 R/LA adoption process.
Since 2005 our District has adopted a new standards-based, SBE-approved content area each year. The implementation of new materials is extremely challenging for educators, funding, and training schedules. Our District has taken 24 months to adopt our math materials. 

The complexity of the current R/LA adoption will cause the adoption process to be involved and more time is needed to make the correct choice for the students of our District, which includes funding. In addition, our E/LA materials are still being used with fidelity and our proficiency band is still above the state and many of our comparative Districts.
