If approved, this waiver falls under the provision of California Education Code (EC) Section 33051(c) and the district will not be required to reapply annually if information contained on the request remains current.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved several similar requests to allow school districts to serve students in a community day school (CDS) for kindergarten through grade eight (K-8) in order to align its CDS with the organizational framework of the district.

Current law provides for a elementary school district that serves students settings of
K-8 to establish a K-8 CDS without a waiver. However, a unified district is required to seek an SBE waiver in order to establish a CDS for this grade span.

This particular EC probably needs statutory revision to eliminate the recurrent need for this waiver to be approved for unified districts that are structured to operate K-8 traditional schools.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Klamath-Trinity Joint Unified School District (Klamath-Trinity Joint USD) requests a waiver of portions of EC sections 48660 and 48916.1(d) that provide for the maximum authorized grade span to be served in a CDS.

The district operates two traditional schools; one serves K-8 students and the other serves students in grades nine through twelve. The intent is to have the grade spans of the two CDSs match the organization of the district. However, the second CDS, Two Rivers CDS, is being established for grades eight through twelve so that the district can, 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


on an individual basis, decide on the most appropriate placement for a more mature (and possibly retained) eighth grade student. Current law allows a CDS to serve students in grades seven through twelve so a waiver is not needed to allow for the operation of Two Rivers CDS. 
This process has been inclusive of all parties involved. The Board of Trustees for the Klamath-Trinity Joint USD voted unanimously to support this request. The Klamath Trinity Teachers Association and the District Advisory Committee also voted unanimously to support the kindergarten through eight CDS.
The California Department of Education recommends that the waiver be approved as requested.

Demographic Information: The Klamath-Trinity Joint USD directly serves approximately 1,060 students in all programs. The district is located in a sparsely populated rural region.
