The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


CDE has presented information to the SBE on the K-1 Early Literacy Assessment as listed below. 

· In May 2008, the SBE received a report on the preliminary 2007-08 Annual Assessment results for all English learners tested from July 1 through 

October 31, 2007. 

· In July 2008, CDE provided additional information regarding K-1 Early Literacy Assessment. It was noted that WestEd will develop sufficient test questions for two field-test forms, conduct content and bias and sensitivity reviews, and submit field test-ready test questions. WestEd is incorporating the guidance from an expert panel made up of English language proficiency (ELP) experts, early literacy experts, and experts in early child development/curriculum in its item development to ensure the appropriateness of this assessment for this population of students. These experts were identified from among the CELDT Technical Advisory Group, the World-class Instructional Design and Assessment (WIDA TM) Consortium, and other nationally-known experts who have provided their expertise in other states. 
· In July 2008, the SBE was advised that CTB/McGraw-Hill, the current CELDT contractor, had successfully conducted 17 Pre-Administration Trainings for District Coordinators offered throughout the state to prepare CELDT District Coordinators (CDC) to administer and reliably score the CELDT. K-1 Early Literacy Assessment

On July 16, 2008, WestEd and CELDT staff conducted a conference call with the CELDT Technical Advisory Group (TAG) for the purpose of reviewing draft K–1 reading and writing test documents that include the guiding principles for administration, test content, and test specifications for the development of the questions. In addition, ELP experts, early literacy experts, and experts in early child development/curriculum met on August 1, 2008, to provide critical guidance to WestEd on K–1 item development. 

Data Analysis and Use Workshops

We have expanded our training to benefit districts based on feedback from the CELDT TAG, district representatives in a focus group interview, and educators at the Regional Assessment Network meetings in early 2008. The following CELDT 2008-09 Edition Data Analysis and Use Workshops will take place from October 28, 2008 to November 20, 2008. The format will be as follows:

· Seven (7) live workshops to be held across the state of California

· Four (4) live WebEx presentations to be delivered at predetermined times via the Internet targeted toward professional development and archived on the Web.

· Approximately fourteen (14) recorded WebEx presentations to be available on-demand via the Internet.
