	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved Lemoore Union High School District’s (Lemoore UHSD) initial request for this waiver (Waiver Number 7-9-2007) in November 2007. The SBE has approved several similar requests to allow the collocation of a CDS with a continuation high school when the CDS could not be located separately and the district has been able to ensure appropriate separation of students between the two schools.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Lemoore UHSD requests a renewal waiver of EC Section 48661(a), which states that a CDS shall not be situated on the same site as a continuation high school.

Previously, the CDS had been located at Lemoore Naval Air Station. However, the Air Station could no longer make the site available for the CDS. The District leadership conducted an extensive search for an appropriate replacement site, including facilities owned by the district and in the community. They have certified that no appropriate separate facility is available that would meet safety and access standards.

The new site was selected as providing the greatest possible separation from traditional school classrooms and students. The CDS is not located on the same

site as an elementary, middle, or traditional comprehensive high school. Instead, 
the Santa Rosa Rancheria is providing rent free classroom space, free use of an Olympic size pool, state of the art gym, and weight rooms.
A district alternative education program, Yokuts High School, which is a necessary small continuation high school, is located on the same site; however numerous precautions have been taken to prevent interactions between students. A staff-only office separates the CDS classroom from the Yokuts classroom. Students are escorted from the bus to the classrooms and vice-versa by staff. The CDS students are separated from the Yokuts students at both break and lunch. CDS students are escorted to shared restrooms.
The local board voted unanimously to approve the initial waiver request and this request for renewal. It is also supported by the California Federation of Teachers Association and the Lemoore UHSD Alternative Education Site Council.

While the district believed that the measures described above would provide a high level of safety and success, the district requested, and the CDE recommended, approval of the initial waiver for one year, allowing for re-evaluation before renewal would be considered. The district now reports that, as anticipated, there were no negative incidents between students of the two schools as they operated under the initial waiver. The CDE supports this renewal request.
Demographic Information: The Lemoore UHSD has a student population of approximately 2,250 with seven of these students enrolled in Gunlacker CDS and seventeen enrolled in Yokuts Continuation High School. This rural district is located in Kings County.
