	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved similar requests from very small local education agencies to serve students in grade six in a CDS authorized to serve students in grades seven through twelve.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Inyo County Office of Education (COE) requests a waiver of portions of EC sections 48660 and 48916.1(d) that provide for the maximum authorized grade span to be served in a CDS.

The COE requests authorization to decide, on a case-by-case basis, if a student who is enrolled in grade six could be served in the CDS serving students in grades seven through twelve. The COE is anticipating the need to serve one sixth grade student in the CDS next year, and a total enrollment of not more than ten students for the grade span of six through twelve.
The COE has stated that it would not be efficient for it to operate separate CDSs for middle school and high school, since at any time, based on changing enrollment through the year, there might not be any students needing to enroll in one of the schools.

Given the sparse population in this rural county, the California Department of Education supports this waiver request.
Demographic Information: Inyo County is a very sparsely populated rural region. Even the largest district within the county has fewer than 1,500 students.
