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The Economic and Fiscal Impact Statement is attached. The analysis concludes that:

· There is a potential for unknown, but negligible, additional costs in charter schools that do not presently have or operate under conflict of interest policies. The costs would have to be absorbed within existing funding sources for charter schools. Charter schools do not have standing as local governmental entities to claim state-mandated cost reimbursement.

· There is no fiscal impact on state government.

· There is no fiscal impact on federal funding of state programs.
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
