As a result of the August 31, 2007, Academic Performance Index (API) Growth data release, 28 schools in Cohort 1, 2, and 3 Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools Program (II/USP) and in Cohort 1 High Priority Schools Grant Program (HPSGP) are subject to state monitoring. Attachments 2 and 3 identify these schools along with the appropriate year of Base API, Growth API, and whether or not the school made schoolwide growth targets.

The schools listed in Attachment 2 represent those Cohort 1, 2, and 3 II/USP schools that failed to demonstrate significant growth for which State Board of Education (SBE) action is recommended. These include one Cohort 1 school, three Cohort 2 schools, and two Cohort 3 schools for a total of six schools. 
The schools listed in Attachment 3 represent those Cohort 1 HPSGP schools that failed to demonstrate significant growth for which SBE action is recommended. These include 22 Cohort 1 HPSGP schools.
