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	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the process for Title III subgrantees to comply with No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 Title III Accountability requirements for subgrantees failing the annual measurable achievement objectives (AMAOs) for four consecutive years. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


During April-July 2003, the SBE adopted California’s Title III accountability system. In an April 2006 Information Memorandum, the SBE received a list of 182 Title III subgrantees that had not met one or more of the three AMAOs for two consecutive years (2003-04 and 2004-05). As a condition of future funding, and in consultation with the CDE, each of these subgrantees wrote a Title III Local Educational Agency (LEA) Improvement Plan Addendum which they submitted for approval to their superintendent and the CDE. Additionally, the CDE provided technical assistance through two three-day seminars in central locations and in a Web cast. 

In September 2007, the SBE approved adjustments to the target structure for AMAOs 1 and 2 to reflect changes to the 2006-07 California English Language Development Test. The CDE released the AMAO Accountability reports on September 28, 2007. A total of 105 subgrantees failed AMAOs for one year; 12 failed for two consecutive years; 66 failed for three consecutive years; and 94 failed for four consecutive years. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The SBE is responsible for the adoption of the sanctions and process that the CDE must implement in order to meet NCLB Title III Accountability requirements under Section 3122(b)(4), which states as follows:
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


ACCOUNTABILITY.—​If a State educational agency determines that an eligible entity has failed to meet the annual measurable achievement objectives described in subsection (a) for 4 consecutive years, the agency shall— 

(A) require such entity to modify the entity's curriculum, program, and method of instruction; or

(B)(i) make a determination whether the entity shall continue to receive funds related to the entity's failure to meet such objectives; and 

(ii) require such entity to replace educational personnel relevant to the entity's failure to meet such objectives.

Given the options in the law, it is not reasonable at this time to withhold funding and require LEAs to replace personnel given the fact that Title III subgrantees have been making progress with the existing technical assistance. This progress is evident in the decrease in the original cohort of 182 LEAs failing for two consecutive years to the current 94 failing for four consecutive years.  

Additionally, California has a commitment to build local knowledge and capacity consistent with the nine Essential Program Components and District Assistance and Intervention Team standards. 

Subgrantees that have failed AMAOs for four consecutive years will modify the curriculum, program, and method of instruction, pursuant to NCLB 
Section 3122(b)(4)(A), and notify all parents of English learner students of the failure to meet AMAOs, pursuant to NCLB Section 3302(b). 
In collaboration with the California Comprehensive Center at WestEd and the California County Superintendents Educational Services Association, the CDE has developed a comprehensive pilot plan to provide highly detailed technical assistance for this cohort of subgrantees. The CDE will require Title III subgrantees that have failed AMAOs for four consecutive years to construct and fully implement an Action Plan that will meet Title III requirements. This Action Plan will specify the modifications necessary in order to ensure successful achievement of AMAO targets in the future and will build upon the previously submitted Improvement Plan Addendum. In the event the LEA is identified for both Title I and Title III, coordinated technical assistance will be provided by both CDE program offices. Additionally, the CDE will require that the administrators and staff participate in a three-day forum during which they will receive in-depth consultation both in an analysis of their current programs and in the development of their Action Plan. 

Further, the CDE will award grants to 11 county offices of education that will monitor the implementation of the Action Plan in March and June 2008 and serve as regional leads in providing ongoing support. The Action Plan contains ten recommended areas of focus (attachment 2) consistent with the District Assistance Standards which were approved by the SBE in March 2006.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Should any LEA fail to submit the required Action Plan, the CDE shall delay Title III funding until such time that the Action Plan is received and fully implemented. 
For 2007-08, the CDE will pilot the process and protocols described above and will provide progress reports to the SBE in April and July that describe the LEAs progress in meeting their performance objectives. In October 2008, the CDE will make a report to the SBE on the progress of the 94 LEAs in meeting Title III AMAOs. The Board, at that time, may decide if additional action is necessary based on the results of this initial process and LEA progress toward meeting their Title III AMAOs.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The CDE is planning to allocate $1.8 million in Title III funds to regionally identified county offices of education to provide technical assistance to the LEAs failing AMAOs for four consecutive years.

Recommended Areas of Focus for Title III LEAs
1. All ELs have Access to Appropriate English Language Development (ELD) Instruction: All ELs will have access to the instructional strategies, based on scientifically-based research, to improve English language proficiency.


2. All ELs have Access to Appropriate Reading/Language Arts Instruction: All ELs will have access to an appropriate reading/language arts curriculum based on their assessed needs and to all curricular materials with appropriate modifications targeted to the students' English language proficiency level and academic skill. When the students are within two performance levels of their grade level standard, they should have access to the core curriculum with strategic support.


3. All ELs have Access to Appropriate Mathematics Instruction: All ELs will have access to an appropriate mathematics curriculum based on their assessed needs and to all curricular materials with appropriate modifications targeted to the students' English language proficiency level and academic skill. When the students are within two performance levels of their grade level standard, they should have access to the core curriculum with strategic support.


4. Structured English Immersion, Alternative Programs, and English Language Mainstream programs are available for ELs: Structured English Immersion, Alternative (e.g., Transitional Bilingual Education, Dual Language Immersion, if requested and deemed feasible), and English language mainstream programs are available for ELs.


5. Fiscal Policies are Aligned to Achievement Outcomes and Instructional Goals Based on Needs of EL Subgroup: The LEA aligns funds with student achievement outcomes and instructional goals in order to develop English language proficiency and improve reading/language arts and mathematics skills, based on assessed needs of the EL student subgroup.


6. LEA Provides Important Information to Parents/Guardians of ELs: The LEA provides parents with the following regarding EL students: identification as EL; program placement options; program placement notification; English language proficiency level; academic achievement level; and redesignation information.


7. LEA Outreach Strategies Actively Involve Parents/Guardians of ELs: The LEA’s outreach strategies help parents of ELs become active participants in the education of their children.


8. Teachers of ELs are Authorized/Highly Qualified: Teachers of ELD are authorized to teach ELD; and reading/language arts and mathematics teachers of ELs are highly qualified in the content area and authorized to teach ELs.


9. LEA provides data systems and support to improve instruction for ELs: The LEA provides systems that permit district and school staff to collect, report, analyze, and interpret data regarding ELs’ linguistic and academic progress and achievement; it provides training and support to staff in using these data to improve instruction for ELs.
10. Professional Development Includes Research-based Strategies to Improve EL Outcomes: Professional development includes research-based strategies to improve EL attainment of English language proficiency and achievement in reading/language arts and mathematics.
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
