	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Supplemental educational services (SES) are tutoring or other academic enrichment services available to students from low-income families who attend Title I Program Improvement Year two through five schools. The SBE establishes a list of approved service providers from which parents make a selection.

At the May, 2007 meeting the SBE approved a list of CDE recommended SES providers. Subsequently, CDE conducted an appeal process for those applicants not originally approved. As a result of this appeal process, the following list of applicants is recommended for approval. There will be a total of 209 SES providers with the approval of these eleven applicants.
