	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Many waivers of this type have been approved under the SBE Waiver Policy: Guidelines for Evaluating Requests of School Site Council Requirement for Schools Serving a Common Attendance Area. 

These waivers are limited to schools that are on a School-Based Coordinated Plan approved by their district and are only approved for two-year terms under the waiver authority of EC 52863. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Mt. Shasta Union Elementary School District comprises a single attendance area in Mount Shasta City, Siskiyou County, with two schools located on adjacent campuses. 
Mt. Shasta Elementary School enrolls 284 students in grades K–3. Sisson Middle School enrolls 461 students in grades 4–8. While each of the schools has its own school principal, a close coordination of instructional programs is maintained. 
Because the schools are small, only 745 students total and the grade levels are contiguous, and are only a span of K-8 total, it is likely that parents chosen to serve on a school site council would have children in both schools at the same time.
The department recommends approval of this waiver for two years.
