	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve applications for local educational agencies (LEAs) that have complied with required assurances for the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program, Senate Bill (SB) 472 (Chapter 524, Statutes of 2006) and sign the attached resolution permitting immediate payment to those LEAs.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


California Education Code (EC) Section 99234(f) stipulates that funding may not be provided to an LEA until the SBE approves the agency’s certified assurances. On previous items, compliance with required assurances was approved by the SBE when LEAs submitted a Request for Reimbursement form. To substantiate SBE approval, a copy of the preliminary minutes of the Board meeting was submitted with the associated payment request. Recently, the SBE and the CDE staffs agreed to change this procedure; CDE will now request SBE approval when LEAs submit an Application Form. Additionally, CDE will request that the president of the SBE sign a resolution indicating SBE approval of the LEAs and authorizing immediate payment. These changes will help to expedite payment to LEAs.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


As a condition of the receipt of funds, EC Section 99237(a) requires that an LEA submit to the SBE a statement of assurance certified by the appropriate agency official and approved in a public session by the governing body of the agency. LEAs participating in the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program provide this proof of compliance with assurances by submitting a signed application. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The Legislature appropriated $31.7 million (General Fund) for the operation of the program pursuant to EC Section 99237 in fiscal years 2006‑07 and 2007‑08.
