	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the recommendation of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) for the update of the History–Social Science Framework, including the update plan, timeline, and Curriculum Framework and Evaluation Criteria Committee (CFCC) application.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


· October 9, 1998: The SBE adopted the History–Social Science Content Standards for California Public Schools. 
· October 11, 2000: The SBE adopted an updated edition of the History–Social Science Framework that incorporated the content standards.
· November 9, 2005: The SBE adopted instructional materials in history–social science for kindergarten through grade eight. 

· January 9, 2008: The SBE adopted new California Code of Regulations (CCR), Title 5, Education (Title 5) governing the curriculum framework and instructional materials adoption process. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Current law (California Education Code [EC] Section 60200[c][6]) requires that the evaluation criteria for an instructional materials adoption be provided to publishers at least thirty months in advance of SBE action on that adoption. EC Section 60200(b)(1) states that the SBE, “shall ensure that curriculum frameworks are revised and adopted in each subject area consistent with the six- and eight-year submission cycles.” Primary adoptions are six years apart in the four core academic subjects, including

history–social science, so the next adoption in that subject was originally scheduled for 2011. In order to complete the next history–social science adoption by the end of 2011, the SBE would have to complete work on the update of the History–Social Science Framework by May 2009.

In the court case HINDU AMERICAN FOUNDATION, et.al., Case No. 06 CS 00386, the court ordered that the SBE formally initiate the Administrative Procedures Act (APA) rulemaking process for Title 5 regulations that govern the adoption of kindergarten through grade eight instructional materials. Pursuant to the order in the case referenced above, no adoptions after the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development adoption can begin until these new regulations are in place. The development of a new or revised curriculum framework, which includes the criteria for evaluating instructional materials, initiates the beginning of an adoption. 

Due to the time required for approval of new Title 5 regulations governing the adoption process, the CDE is seeking legislation to adjust the current calendar for the adoption of kindergarten through grade eight instructional materials. The new proposed deadline for SBE final action on the update of the History–Social Science Framework would be May 2010. The CDE recommends this deadline. A timeline of proposed events related to the framework update is included as Attachment 1. 
The update of the History–Social Science Framework will involve the following major components: 

1. Focus Groups

The new Title 5 regulations state that, “the CDE shall convene four public focus groups of educators in different regions of California to provide comment to the Curriculum Commission, the CFCC (if established), and the SBE.” (Section 9511[c]) These meetings will be held in spring and summer 2008, with sessions planned for Sacramento, the Bay Area, and southern California. The focus groups will allow members of the public to submit comments before the actual work of the CFCC begins. 
2. Scholarly Review

The CDE, in consultation with the California History–Social Science Project, will solicit information from scholars on areas in the current framework where current and confirmed research calls for an update of the framework content. Scholars will be invited to participate in the focus groups, public comment periods, and public hearings, and to provide their input to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE during the update process.

The CDE will also contract with a primary writer who will assist the CFCC in developing a draft document. The Request for Qualifications for the primary writer specifically requests that applicants possess a familiarity with the latest current and confirmed research in history–social science education.  

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


3. Alignment to Other Standards-Based Frameworks

To bring the History–Social Science Framework in alignment with standards-based frameworks in reading/language arts, mathematics, and science, the CDE proposes adding new chapters on Assessment, Universal Access, and Professional Development. These chapters should provide teachers with the information that they need to ensure that the history–social science curriculum is accessible to students and identify the help teachers need to effectively implement standards-based instruction. 

4. Statutory Requirements

The framework update must reflect changes in statute affecting the history–social science curriculum that have been enacted since the last revision of the History–Social Science Framework. The complete text of these statutes is included as Attachment 2 to this item. These statutes specifically require that certain topics be referenced in the framework. These include, but are not necessarily limited to, the following topics: 

· Financial preparedness (EC Section 51284)

· The Great Irish Famine of 1845-1850 (EC Section 51226.3)

· Cesar Chavez and the history of the farm labor movement (EC Section 51008)

· Inclusion of the Declaration of Independence, the United States Constitution, the Federalist Papers, the Emancipation Proclamation, the Gettysburg Address, and George Washington's Farewell Address (EC Section 33540)
The Curriculum Commission and the SBE may also want to include information on other topics that are referenced in code that are required to be included in instructional materials. This may be particularly significant for the chapter on the evaluation criteria. These topics include: 

· Portrayal of the contributions of both genders, diverse ethnic groups, and the role of entrepreneur and labor in the development of California and the United States (EC Section 60040)
· Humanity’s place in ecological systems and the necessity for protection of our environment (EC Section 60041, and Public Resources Code Section 71301)

· Civics education, including material that impresses upon students the importance of American values and civic responsibilities (EC Section 60200.5)
· The life of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. (EC Section 60200.6)

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


There are also areas of study that are encouraged within code that could be addressed in the framework update. These include:

· The Mexican Repatriation Program (Senate Concurrent Resolution 58, Chapter 128, Statutes of 2007)

· Labor History Week (EC Section 51009)
· Understanding the wise use of natural resources (EC Section 51221)

· Instruction on World War II, the Korean War, and the Vietnam War that incorporates oral or video history of American soldiers (EC Section 51221.3)

· Instruction on the “Secret War” in Laos and the role of Southeast Asians in that war that includes personal testimony and oral/video histories. (EC Section 51221.4)

· Materials and content resources for teaching about civil rights, human rights violations, slavery, and the Holocaust (EC Section 51226.3)

· The federal Constitution Day requirement (118 Stat. 2809, 3344-45)
5. Curriculum Framework and Criteria Committee

The CFCC application is included as Attachment 3 to this item. Recruitment for members of the CFCC will take place during the spring and summer of 2008, and candidates will be brought to the Curriculum Commission in September 2008, for recommendation to the SBE at its November 2008 meeting. Pursuant to the CCR, Title 5, Section 9511, a majority of CFCC members must be kindergarten through grade twelve teachers at the time of appointment. At least one teacher shall have experience in providing instruction to English Learners, and at least one teacher shall have experience in providing instruction to students with disabilities. 
The Curriculum Commission and SBE will provide direction to the CFCC on the scope of the framework update, and may also provide instructions on topics to be included. Members of the Curriculum Commission, in particular the History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee, will attend some or all of the CFCC’s meetings. 

It is anticipated that the CFCC will meet for six two-day meetings in February through June 2009. The CDE-contracted writer will ensure that the CFCC’s comments and suggestions are integrated into the draft document that is submitted to the Curriculum Commission. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


6. Field Review, Commission Action, State Board Approval
Following receipt of the CFCC’s draft framework, the Curriculum Commission will review the document and approve it for a 60-day field review. This field review will take place during August and September 2009. The Curriculum Commission will need to submit the framework to the SBE for final action by the May 2010 deadline. This deadline is necessary to meet the requirement that the evaluation criteria be adopted no less than 30 months prior to the SBE’s final action on the adoption of instructional materials in that subject (EC Section 60200).
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The cost for a major update to a curriculum framework can exceed $400,000. This includes the expenses of the CFCC, the contract for a primary writer, focus groups and other public meetings, the costs of editing, formatting, and printing the document, and other costs associated with the procedures mandated in Title 5 regulations for the adoption of curriculum frameworks. Framework development costs are partially covered by income from the sale of the previous framework.

California Education Code (2007 edition)

33540. (a) The State Board of Education and the department [California Department of Education] shall request that the commission review and revise, as necessary, the course requirements in the history-social science framework developed by the
History-Social Science Curriculum Framework and Criteria Committee of the state board to ensure that minimum standards for courses in American government and civics include sufficient attention to teaching pupils how to interact, in a practical manner, with state and local governmental agencies and representatives to solve problems and to petition for changes in laws and procedures.

   (b) When the history-social science framework is revised as required by law, the commission shall ensure that the following historical documents are incorporated into the framework, as appropriate:
   (1) The Declaration of Independence.

   (2) The United States Constitution, including the Bill of Rights.

   (3) The Federalist Papers.

   (4) The Emancipation Proclamation.

   (5) The Gettysburg Address.

   (6) George Washington's Farewell Address.

51008. The State Board of Education shall ensure that the state curriculum and framework, where appropriate, include instruction on Cesar Chavez and the history of the farm labor movement in the United States, and that the state criteria for selecting textbooks include information to guide the selection of textbooks that contain sections that highlight the life and contributions of Cesar Chavez and the history of the farm labor movement in the United States.

51009. The first week of April is hereby deemed to be Labor History Week throughout the public schools, and school districts are encouraged to commemorate this week with appropriate educational exercises that make pupils aware of the role the labor movement has played in shaping California and the United States.

51221. Instruction required by subdivision (b) of Section 51220 in the area of study of social sciences shall also provide a foundation for understanding the wise use of natural resources.

51221.3. (a) Instruction in the area of social sciences, as required pursuant to subdivision (b) of Section 51220, may include instruction on World War II and the American role in that war. The Legislature encourages that this instruction include, but not be limited to, a component drawn from personal testimony, especially in the form of oral or video history, if available, of American soldiers who were involved in World 
War II and those men and women who contributed to the war effort on the homefront [sic]. The oral histories used as part of the instruction regarding World War II shall exemplify the personal sacrifice and courage of the wide range of ordinary citizens who were called upon to participate. The oral histories shall contain the views and comments of their subjects regarding the reasons for American participation in the war and the actions taken to end the war in the Pacific. These oral histories shall also solicit comments from their subjects regarding the aftermath of the war in Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union.

   (b) The Legislature finds and declares that the current state-adopted academic content standards already include instruction on the Korean War and the Vietnam War in the appropriate grade level consistent with those standards. The Legislature encourages that this instruction include a component drawn from personal testimony, especially in the form of oral or video history, if available, of American soldiers who were involved in those wars.

51221.4. (a) The Legislature encourages instruction in the area of social sciences, as required pursuant to subdivision (b) of Section 51220, which may include instruction on the Vietnam war including the "Secret War" in Laos and the role of Southeast Asians in that war. The Legislature encourages that this instruction include, but not be limited to, a component drawn from personal testimony, especially in the form of oral or video history of Southeast Asians who were involved in the Vietnam war and those men and women who contributed to the war effort on the homefront [sic]. The oral histories used as a part of the instruction regarding the role of Southeast Asians in the Vietnam war and the "Secret War" in Laos shall exemplify the personal sacrifice and courage of the wide range of ordinary citizens who were called upon to participate and provide intelligence for the United States. The oral histories shall contain the views and comments of their subjects regarding the reasons for their participation in the war. These oral histories shall also solicit comments from their subjects regarding the aftermath of the war and the immigration of Southeast Asians to the United States.

   (b) This section shall be carried out in a manner that does not result in any new duties or programs being imposed on the school district. In that regard, the Legislature finds and declares that this section does not mandate costs to local agencies or school districts and materials used to comply with this section shall be part of normal curriculum materials purchased by school districts in their normal course of business and purchasing cycles.

51226.3. (a) The State Department of Education shall incorporate, into publications that provide examples of curriculum resources for teacher use, those materials developed by publishers of nonfiction, trade books, and primary sources, or other public or private organizations, that are age-appropriate and consistent with the subject frameworks on history and social science that deal with civil rights, human rights violations, genocide, slavery, and the Holocaust.

   (b) The Legislature encourages the incorporation of survivor, rescuer, liberator, and witness testimony into the teaching of human rights, genocide, and the Holocaust.

   (c) The Legislature encourages all state and local professional development activities to provide teachers with content background and resources to assist in teaching about civil rights, human rights violations, genocide, slavery, and the Holocaust.

   (d) The Legislature encourages all state and local professional development activities to provide teachers with content background and resources to assist in teaching about the Great Irish Famine of 1845-50.

   (e) The Great Irish Famine of 1845-50 shall be considered in the next cycle in which the history/social science curriculum framework and its accompanying instructional materials are adopted.

   (f) The Model Curriculum for Human Rights and Genocide adopted by the State Board of Education, pursuant to Section 51226, shall be made available to schools in grades 7 to 12, inclusive, as soon as funding is available for this purpose. In addition, the State Department of Education shall make the curriculum available on its Web site.

51284. After January 1, 2003, and concurrently with, but not prior to, the next revision of text books or curriculum frameworks in the social sciences, health, and mathematics curricula, the State Board of Education shall ensure that these academic areas integrate components of human growth, human development, and human contribution to society, across the life course, and also financial preparedness.

60040. When adopting instructional materials for use in the schools, governing boards shall include only instructional materials which, in their determination, accurately portray the cultural and racial diversity of our society, including:

   (a) The contributions of both men and women in all types of roles, including professional, vocational, and executive roles. 

   (b) The role and contributions of Native Americans, African Americans, Mexican Americans, Asian Americans, European Americans, and members of other ethnic and cultural groups to the total development of California and the United States.

   (c) The role and contributions of the entrepreneur and labor in the total development of California and the United States.

60041. When adopting instructional materials for use in the schools, governing boards shall include only instructional materials that accurately portray both of the following, whenever appropriate:

   (a)  Humanity's place in ecological systems and the necessity for the protection of our environment.

   (b) The effects on the human system of the use of tobacco, alcohol, and narcotics and restricted dangerous drugs, as defined in Section 11032 of the Health and Safety Code, and other dangerous substances.

60200.5. Instructional materials adopted under this chapter shall, where appropriate, be designed to impress upon the minds of the pupils the principles of morality, truth, justice, patriotism, and a true comprehension of the rights, duties, and dignity of American citizenship, and to instruct them in manners and morals and the principles of a free government. The State Board of Education shall endeavor to see that this objective is accomplished in the evaluation of instructional materials for educational content in appropriate subject areas.
60200.6. Instructional materials adopted pursuant to this chapter for the category of social science as specified in paragraph (5) of subdivision (a) of Section 60200 shall include information designed to instruct pupils on Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., the civil rights movement, and contributions made by ethnic minority groups to the history of the United States. The state board shall ensure that the materials present the information in a manner consistent with the instruction provided in each grade level. The state board shall endeavor to see that this objective is accomplished in the evaluation of instructional materials for educational content.

Public Resources Code
71301. (a) As part of the unified education strategy, the office, under the direction of the Secretary for Environmental Protection and the board, in cooperation with the Resources Agency, the State Department of Education, the State Board of Education, and the Secretary for Education, shall develop education principles for the environment for elementary and secondary school pupils. The principles may be updated every four years beginning July 1, 2008. The principles shall be aligned to the academic content standards adopted by the State Board of Education pursuant to Section 60605 of the Education Code. The principles shall be used to do all of the following:

   (1) To direct state agencies that include environmental education components for elementary and secondary education in regulatory decisions or enforcement actions.

   (2) To align state agency environmental education programs and materials that are developed for elementary and secondary education.

   (b) The education principles for the environment shall include, but not be limited to, concepts relating to the following topics: 

   (1) Environmental sustainability.

   (2) Water.

   (3) Air.

   (4) Energy.

   (5) Forestry.

   (6) Fish and wildlife resources.

   (7) Oceans.

   (8) Toxics and hazardous waste.

   (9) Integrated waste management.

   (10) Integrated pest management.

   (11) Public health and the environment.

   (12) Pollution prevention.

   (13) Resource conservation and recycling.


(14) Environmental justice.

   (c) The principles shall be aligned to the applicable academic content standards adopted by the State Board of Education and shall not duplicate or conflict with any academic content standards. 

   (d) (1) The education principles for the environment shall be incorporated, as the State Board of Education determines to be appropriate, in criteria developed for textbook adoption required pursuant to Section 60200 or 60400 of the Education Code in Science, Mathematics, English/Language Arts, and History/Social Sciences. 

   (2) If the State Board of Education determines that the education principles for the environment are not appropriate for inclusion in the textbook adoption criteria cited in paragraph (1), the State Board of Education shall collaborate with the office to make the changes necessary to ensure that the principles are included in the textbook adoption criteria in Science, Mathematics, English/Language Arts, and History/Social Sciences.

   (e) If the content standards required pursuant to Section 60605 of the Education Code are revised, the education principles for the environment shall be appropriately considered for inclusion into part of the revised academic content standards.

Section 111(b): Each educational institution that receives Federal funds for a fiscal year shall hold an educational program on the United States Constitution on September 17 of such year for the students served by the educational institution.
