Preliminary 2007-2008 Annual Assessment Results

The analyses presented in this report are based on the preliminary 2007-2008 CELDT Annual Assessment (AA) results provided to the California Department of Education (CDE) by CTB/McGraw-Hill. This report does not include students who were tested for Initial Identification (II) during the annual assessment window or students for whom the district did not indicate the test purpose (AA or II). Districts were allowed to edit the test purpose during the AA data correction window from January 28 to February 20.

Trends based on these preliminary results:
· The percentage of students that scored at Early Advanced or Advanced is higher when compared to the previous year. The percentage of students that scored at Intermediate remained the same and the percentage of students that scored at Beginning and Early Intermediate is slightly lower when compared to the previous year.

About two out of every five English learners scored at the Intermediate performance level and three out of four English learners scored Intermediate or higher overall.

· An increased percentage of students who took the 2007-2008 CELDT for annual assessment met the CELDT criterion established by SBE.
· Compared to the previous year, the percentage of students who met the CELDT criterion for reclassification increased.
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
