Results of the July 2009 Administration of the 
California High School Exit Examination

The California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) results of the July 2009 administration, based on the Human Resources Research Organization (HumRRO) analyses, are provided in Table 1 (see page 2).
Table 1 displays the estimated cumulative passing rates for students in the classes of 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, and 2010 meeting the CAHSEE requirement through the July 2009 CAHSEE administration. Pursuant to California Education Code Section 60852.3 and beginning with 2009-10 school year, students with disabilities (SWD) are exempt from meeting the CAHSEE requirement. 
SWD from classes 2006, 2007, and 2010 have been excluded from all subgroups of the table except the special education row, and SWD from the classes of 2008 and 2009 have been included in all subgroups.
Table 1 Findings

· Including the July 2009 administration, over 390,000 (approximately 87 percent) students from the Class of 2010 have met the CAHSEE requirement. Over 58,500 students from the Class of 2010 have yet to meet the CAHSEE requirement through the July 2009 administration.
· Students in the Classes of 2006, 2007, 2008, and 2009 continue to take and pass the CAHSEE. 
· Students in special education and English learners (ELs) exhibit a lower passing rate than all other groups.
