No Child Left Behind Act of 2001: Recommendations Related to California’s Assignment of Sanctions and Associated Technical Assistance for 44 2007 Local Educational Agencies in Program Improvement Corrective Action.
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	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends no additional corrective actions for 44 local educational agencies (LEAs) that advanced to Program Improvement (PI) Year 3 in August 2007. 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In November 2008, the CDE reported to the SBE on the review of 44 LEA Plans and 43 capacity studies submitted to the CDE in September 2008. The item highlighted the major themes identified in the course of the review and included a status report on the capacity of these LEAs in the areas of governance, fiscal resources, human resources, and alignment of curriculum and instruction. LEAs with significant populations of students with disabilities and English learners were identified as were CDE plans to provide feedback to LEAs on their submitted LEA Plans. 
The CDE provided copies of all submitted LEA Plans and capacity studies to the SBE for its review. The SBE approved the CDE recommendation that the SBE direct CDE and SBE staff to assess PI LEA implementation of Corrective Action 6 and any additional DAIT recommendations for further corrective actions. In addition, the SBE approved the CDE recommendation that the timeline for submission of LEA appeals to DAIT recommendations be extended to December 5, 2008. Finally, the SBE directed the CDE to propose any recommendations to support effective implementation of
Corrective Action 6 (formerly Corrective Action F) and associated technical assistance requirements, including LEA work with DAITs. 

In September 2008, the CDE reported on the status of 44 districts’ progress in working with DAITs and revising their LEA Plans. The SBE approved a CDE proposal to 

permit any of the 44 LEAs in Corrective Action an opportunity to appeal DAIT recommendations. As adopted at the September 2008 SBE meeting, all LEA appeals

must include the findings of the district capacity study; the reason(s) that the district disagrees with the findings, if any; and a summary of the district’s proposal to address the assigned Corrective Action 6. 

In July 2008, the CDE shared with the SBE a rubric used to review the LEA Plans.

In May 2008, the SBE extended the reporting timeline for the 44 LEAs from July 1, 2008, to September 30, 2008, and required that each submit an interim report by August 15, 2008, summarizing its progress in working with a DAIT on a district capacity study and revising its LEA Plan/Plan Addendum. 

In March 2008, the SBE assigned Corrective Action 6 to 97 LEAs in PI and required each LEA to revise its LEA Plan/Plan Addendum to document implementation of Corrective Action 6. In addition, the SBE assigned differentiated technical assistance requirements to each LEA based on need, as determined, in part, by its ranking on a priority assistance index. Based on this index, 44 LEAs were required to contract with a DAIT to assess the capacity of the LEA in the areas of governance, fiscal and human resources, and academic support, especially in addressing the needs of English learners and students with disabilities. Seven of these LEAs were assigned a specific DAIT by the SBE, while the remaining 37 LEAs were required to contract with a DAIT of their own choosing for conduct of a capacity study and technical assistance support.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Following the November 5, 2008, SBE meeting, 43 of the 44 2007-08 LEAs in PI Corrective Action were sent feedback on their LEA Plan/Plan Addendum. They were advised in a November 10, 2008, letter of their right to appeal DAIT recommendations. LEA appeals were due December 5, 2008, and CDE staff committed to recommending SBE approval or denial of any LEA appeals of DAIT recommendations. No LEA appeals were received. 
Based on CDE reviews of LEA Plans/Plan Addenda and DAIT capacity studies, no additional corrective actions are being recommended. All 44 LEAs were asked to complete their LEA Plan/Plan Addendum in light of the identified concerns and post their completed plan on a local Web site. Per direction from the SBE on November 5, 2008, three PI LEAs in Corrective Action will be invited to discuss their work. One LEA will be invited from the intensive category, 

one from the moderate category, and one from the light category. They will be asked to
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report on their work to implement Corrective Action 6, including work with a DAIT if so required. 

An executive summary of the Interim Findings for the Evaluation Study of California’s District Intervention and Capacity Building Initiative, conducted by SRI International, is attached for your information and to provide context for the district presentations.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The California State Budget Act of 2008 (AB 1781) as amended by AB 88 (Chapter 269, Item 6110-134-0890) appropriated $101,872,000 for the support of PI LEAs in Corrective Action identified in 2006-07 and 2007-08. AB 519, the 2008-09 Budget Trailer Bill, includes a formula for distribution of these funds. California Education Code (EC) Section 52055.57(d)(3) provides the following formula for PI LEAs in corrective action based upon the severity of performance problems: 
· $150,000 per PI school for LEAs with extensive and severe performance problems 

· $100,000 per PI school for LEAs with moderate performance problems 

· $50,000 per PI school for LEAs with minor or isolated performance problems
Funds will be used to support the implementation of Corrective Action 6 and associated technical assistance as required of PI LEAs in Corrective Action. As provided in EC Section 52059(f), an LEA that is required to contract with a DAIT or technical assistance provider shall reserve funding provided for this purpose to cover the entire cost of the team or technical assistance provider before using funds for other reform activities.
