The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The CDE provides periodic updates to the SBE on the National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP), including results of assessments and special studies.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Nationwide, over one million students are participating in NAEP this school year, including approximately 65,000 California students. Approximately 750 California schools are participating in NAEP, including approximately 360 elementary schools, 280 middle schools, and 110 high schools. 

The NAEP assessment window is January 26 - March 6, 2009. Operational assessments will be conducted in reading, mathematics, and science for grades four, eight, and twelve. Pilot assessments will be conducted in reading and mathematics for grades four and eight, and in science, U.S. history, geography, and civics for grades four, eight, and twelve. 

Results of the grade four and eight operational assessments are expected to be released by the U.S. Department of Education in fall 2009 for mathematics and in spring 2010 for reading and science. Results of the grade twelve reading, mathematics, and science assessments are expected to be released in spring 2010. State-level results will be available for all of the grade four and eight assessments, and national results will be available for all of the grade four, eight, and twelve assessments.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Also taking place this year as part of NAEP are three special studies: the High School Transcript Study (HSTS), the National Indian Education Study (NIES), and the Socioeconomic Status (SES) Indicator Study. 
· The HSTS is an ongoing study that examines the course-taking patterns of the nation's grade twelve students and the relationship of those patterns to the achievement of those students as measured by NAEP. Most schools that are participating in the grade twelve NAEP assessment are also participating in the HSTS. Results of the 2009 HSTS, which will be provided only at the national level, are expected to be released in fall 2010. 
· The NIES is an ongoing study that examines the condition of education for the nation’s American Indian and Alaskan Native students. Schools with American Indian or Alaska Native grade four or eight students in their NAEP sample will participate in the NIES Study. Results of the NIES are expected to be released in summer 2010. Results will be provided at the national level, as well as at five regional levels: Atlantic, North Central, South Central, Mountain, and Pacific. 
· The purpose of the SES Indicator Study is to improve the measurement of SES and the understanding of its relationship with academic achievement. A sample of schools participating in the grade four, eight, and twelve NAEP assessments will also be selected to participate in the SES Indicator Study. Because the SES Indicator Study is a pilot study, results will not be publicly released.
