	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) rescind its prior action terminating the status of MathThink as a state-approved Supplemental Educational Services (SES) provider for 2005-2007. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the September 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE approved the removal of 63 SES providers from the 2005-2007 and 2006-2008 lists due to failure to submit the required 2006-07 SES Accountability Report pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 13075.3. MathThink was one of the 63. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


SES, a program required by the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act Title I, Part A, Section 1116(e), is academic tutoring provided by state-approved providers outside the regular school day for low-income students enrolled in Title I schools in their second year or beyond of Program Improvement (PI). The purpose of the SES program is to augment the PI schools’ program of instruction to help eligible students achieve proficiency on California’s state academic content standards. 

Federal law for SES requires that a state educational agency take responsibility for establishing objective criteria that measures the record of effectiveness in increasing the academic proficiency of students for approved SES providers in accordance with the NCLB Act, Title I, Part A, Section 1116, (e)(4)(B). California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 13075.3 requires that approved SES providers submit an annual report to the CDE by October 1. SES providers are subject to removal from the approved list of SES providers after two years if there is no improvement in student achievement or for failure

to submit the annual report. The annual report is submitted online by providers and is a status report on the programmatic and academic quality of the SES services.

Upon further review regarding MathThink’s submission of the 2006-07 SES Accountability Report in the online system, it has been determined that MathThink made a good faith effort to satisfy the regulatory requirements and that the prior decision to terminate its approval status should be rescinded.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There is no fiscal impact to the state. A local educational agency contracts with SBE-approved SES providers to provide free tutoring to students enrolled in PI schools in Years 2 through 5, using Title I, Part A funds.
