	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate. No specific action is recommended at this time.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Annually at the November SBE meeting, the CDE provides an update on demographic data corrections and apportionments for the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program. The current STAR contract with Educational Testing Service (ETS), approved by the SBE in March 2006, provides for the data corrections process. The SBE approved the current apportionment amounts in January 2009.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Demographic Data Corrections
School districts have the opportunity to correct student demographic data for the 2009 STAR tests. Information about the process and charges for data corrections are included in the 2009 STAR Post-Test Guide. The Guide is available on the STAR Web site at http://www.startest.org/pdfs/STAR.post-test_guide.2009.pdf (Outside Source) and has been provided to school districts. District STAR coordinators are to indicate their intent to file for data corrections by submitting the data correction request form to ETS by October 15, 2009. District STAR coordinators are to enter actual corrections by November 6, 2009. 

Certification of 2009 Apportionment Information Reports

District superintendents and charter school administrators whose schools tested independently of a district will receive STAR 2009 Apportionment Information Reports in 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


October 2009. All information on the reports is taken directly from the school district’s or charter school’s Student Data File, which is compiled from answer documents that were 
submitted for scoring. The district and test site STAR coordinators are responsible for inventory control and for returning all test materials at the completion of testing to the contractor within the required time period per California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Education, Division 1, Chapter 2, Subchapter 3.75. The report includes counts of students tested with the California Standards Tests, California Modified Assessment, California Alternate Performance Assessment, the Standards-based Tests in Spanish, and of students exempted by parent or guardian request or for whom only demographic information was submitted. 
To be eligible for apportionment payment for the STAR Program, school districts and charter schools which tested independently of their district must certify the accuracy of the Apportionment Information Report for examinations administered during the current calendar year. Certified reports are sent by CDE to district superintendents or charter school administrators. The process requires that LEAs sign and return the reports postmarked no later than December 31, 2009, to CDE. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


All costs associated with these activities are included in the current STAR contract. Funding for the STAR contract and apportionments is provided in the annual state budget act.
