	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Parent Empowerment, as set forth in Education Code (EC) sections 53300-53303, inclusive (SBX5 4 (Romero)), was signed into law on January 7, 2010, and became effective on April 14, 2010. These provisions provide a parent of pupils who are enrolled in a school that is not identified as a “persistently lowest-achieving school” pursuant to EC Section 53201, but is subject to corrective action pursuant to paragraph (7) of Section 1116(b) of the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (20 U.S.C. Section 6301 et seq.) and has an API score of less than 800, the option to petition the local educational agency (LEA) to implement reform in the school. 

The options for reform include, and are limited to, the four interventions identified in paragraphs (1) to (4), inclusive, of EC Section 53202(a) and the federally mandated alternative governance arrangement pursuant to section 1116(b)(8)(B)(v) of the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (20 U.S.C. Section 6301 et seq.).
