Discussion of Improvement Activities Completed and Explanation of Progress or Slippage that occurred for (FFY2009):

This calculation is new with this APR. The figure for the A. portion of this indicator appears extremely low, particularly when compared with regular class participation of school age children. Overall, the participation of children three through five with disabilities in regular preschool programs is much higher (36,474 of 71,614 or 51%). However, these children do not typically receive their special education or speech therapy in the regular preschool. It should be noted also that in April, 2010 the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) approved a new data collection for preschool services. The new data collection requires that the CDE report data related to students served in regular preschools under four conditions:

1. In regular preschool more than 10 hours per week, receiving the majority of their special education services in the regular preschool;

2. In regular preschool more than 10 hours per week, receiving the majority of their special education services outside of the regular preschool;

3. In regular preschool less than 10 hours per week, receiving the majority of their special education services in the regular preschool; and

4. In regular preschool less than 10 hours per week, receiving the majority of their special education services outside of the regular preschool.

This data collection is due February 1, 2011. No changes to the SPP or APR calculations have been announced for this indicator.
