	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved all similar waivers in the past. The SBE approved a waiver for Dunsmuir Joint Unified School District (JUSD) at the March 2010 meeting to travel to Oregon to attend a wrestling match/tournament and another one at the November 2009 meeting to travel to Oregon, to experience the Ashland Shakespeare Festival. This waiver request is to cover all curricular and extra curricular trips/events and competitions in Oregon and will replace the other two waivers. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


EC Section 35330(d) states “…no expenses of pupils participating in a field trip or excursion to any other state, the District of Columbia, or a foreign country authorized by this section shall be paid with school district funds.”  

Dunsmuir Joint Elementary School District (JUHSD) requests a waiver of EC Section 35330(d) to allow students to travel to Oregon to attend all curricular and extra curricular trips/events and competitions. Only district money is being used in these trips, a change from an earlier waiver where parent’s funds were comingled at the school site.
Dunsmuir JUHSD is located in the northern part of California. Dunsmuir JUHSD location is approximately 60 miles from the Oregon border. The availability of events nearby in California is limited for students. Event, trips, meets, and competitions in California (in all curricular and extra curricular areas) are much farther away and cost prohibitive.   
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
The Department recommends approval of this waiver request. EC Section 33051(b) will 

apply to this annual field trip for Dunsmuir students traveling out of state to Oregon as long as the conditions of the waiver remain the same. 
Because this is a general waiver, if the SBE decides to deny the waiver, it must cite one of the seven reasons in EC 33051(a).
