	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the 2009-10 Consolidated Applications (ConApps) submitted by local educational agencies (LEAs) in Attachment 1.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


To date, the SBE has given regular approval for 2009-2010 ConApps for 1,302 LEAs and conditional approval to 18 LEAs. Attachment 1 represents the fifth set of 2009-2010 ConApps presented to the SBE for approval.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Each year, the CDE, in compliance with California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 3920, recommends that the SBE approve applications for funding Consolidated Categorical Aid Programs submitted by LEAs. Prior to receiving funding, the LEA must also have an SBE-approved LEA Plan that satisfies the SBE’s and CDE’s criteria for utilizing federal and state categorical funds. 

Approximately $3.2 billion of state and federal funding is distributed annually through the ConApp process. The 2009-10 ConApp has been reduced from previous years. Due to the categorical flexibility provisions passed by the state Legislature and signed into law by the Governor in the spring of 2009, there is only one state-funded program with specific requirements that remains, along with the eight federal programs for which LEAs may apply in the ConApp. The state funding source is Economic Impact Aid (which is used for State Compensatory Education and/or English learners). The federal funding sources include: 
· Title I, Part A Basic Grant (Low Income); 
· Title I, Part A (Neglected); 
· Title I, Part D (Delinquent); 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


· Title II, Part A (Teacher Quality); 
· Title III, Part A (Immigrant); 

· Title III, Part A (Limited English Proficient Students); 
· Title IV, Part A (Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities); and 
· Title VI, Part B (Rural, Low-Income). 
The CDE provides the SBE with two levels of approval recommendations. Regular approval is recommended when an LEA has submitted a correct and complete ConApp, 
Part I, and has no compliance issues or is making satisfactory progress toward resolving one or two noncompliant issues that are less than 365 days. Conditional approval is recommended when an LEA has submitted a correct and complete ConApp, Part I, but has one or more serious noncompliant issues over 365 days. Conditional approval provides authority to the LEA to spend its categorical funds under the condition that it resolves or makes significant progress toward resolving noncompliant issues. In extreme cases, conditional approval may include the withholding of funds. 

Attachment 1 identifies the LEAs that have no outstanding noncompliant issues or are making satisfactory progress toward resolving one or two noncompliant issues that are less than 365 days. The CDE recommends regular approval of the 2009-10 ConApp for these 46 LEAs. Attachment 1 also includes ConApp entitlement figures from school year 2008-09 because the figures for 2009-10 have not yet been determined. Fiscal data are absent if an LEA is new or is applying for direct funding for the first time.  
Attachment 2 identifies the LEAs that have more than two noncompliant issues for less than 365 days or have been noncompliant on one or more issues for more than 365 days and lists the specific issues that remain noncompliant.  
Attachment 3 is the Outreach Plan that outlines how the Tahoe-Truckee Joint Unified School District will work meaningfully with non-English speaking parents in the education of their children. At the March 2010 meeting, the SBE required the district to submit this Outreach Plan as a condition of receiving approval of it 2009-10 Consolidated Application.    
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The CDE provides resources to track the SBE approval status of the ConApps for more than 1,400 LEAs. The cost to track the noncompliant status of LEAs related to programs within the ConApp is covered through a cost pool of federal funds and Economic Impact Aid funds. CDE staff communicates with LEA staff on an ongoing basis to determine the evidence needed to resolve issues, reviews the evidence provided by LEA staff, and maintains a tracking system to document the resolution process.

Description of Resolution Requirement: The LEA must properly assess administrative charges for direct or indirect costs of federal funds for salaries and wages.
Summary of Noncompliance Issue: The LEA had no documentation supporting time accounting, including semi-annual certification, personnel activity reports, etc. 
b. Program and Code: Cross Program, II-CP 5   Related CP Program: CE

Description of Resolution Requirement: School ConApp funded programs must be annually developed, reviewed, and updated by school site council (SSC), and must be included on the Single Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA).

Summary of Noncompliance Issue: The SSC did not review and update the SPSA at Chalone Peaks Middle and Santa Lucia Elementary Schools. The SPSA did not include three required elements:

(1) Activities to reach school goals that improve academic performance of students

(2) Expenditures of funds allocated to the school through the Consolidated Application

(3) The means of evaluating the progress of programs toward accomplishing the goals, including determining whether the needs of all children have been met by the strategies used, particularly the needs of low-achieving students and those at risk of not meeting state academic content standards. (20 USC 6314[b][1][2], 6315[c][2], 64001[f])

a. Program and Code: Cross Program, III-CP 10  EL  Days Noncompliant as of  05/12/10: 1,109
Description of Resolution Requirement: The LEA must use categorical funds only to supplement and not supplant funds.

Summary of Noncompliance Issue: There was evidence of supplanting. The district paid incentive pay to CLAD/BCLAD teachers to instruct English learners by using EIA-LEP funds.

Description of Resolution Requirement: The parents/guardians of ELs must be informed of their child’s instructional placement and application for a parental exception waiver.
Summary of Noncompliance Issue: The LEA did not provide proof of parent notification of child's instructional placement or exception waiver information.
Update of Noncompliance Issue: The complaint investigation was completed. It requires the LEA to implement specified corrective actions related to parent participation and parental waivers. When the district completes the required actions, it will have resolved its ConApp issues.
