08-3. TEACHER CREDENTIALING / INSTRUCTIONAL TIME – CDDC #40000
A.  Finding:

One teacher at Lionel Wilson College Prep Academy (Wilson Prep) did not have a valid credential to teach core subjects in the State of California, in accordance with Education Code 47605(l).  In accordance with Education Code 47612.5, the minutes the teacher taught were disallowed in calculating the instructional minutes, causing the school to be in a deficit of required instructional minutes for grade 8.  The disallowed minutes of 16,328 were deducted from the total offered, which caused grade 8 to have a deficit of 988 minutes. The penalty calculated for the deficit minutes was $6,604.  The amount was not accrued as of June 30, 2008 as the Organization plans to apply for a waiver in accordance with Education Code 47612.6 to make up the deficit in grade 8 for the next two school years, 2008-09 and 2009-10. 
Five teachers at Lionel Wilson College Preparatory (Wilson Prep) did not hold a valid credential to teach core subjects in the State of California, in accordance with Education Code 47605(l).  In accordance with Education Code 47612.5, the minutes the teacher taught core subjects were disallowed in calculating the instructional minutes, causing the school to be in a deficit of required instructional minutes for grades 9, 10, 11, and 12.  The disallowed minutes of 9,724, 13,208, 9,256, and 9,256  were deducted from the total offered in grade 9, 10, 11, and 12, respectively, which caused grades 9, 10, 11 and 12 to have deficits of 5,184, 4,128, 4,716 and 4,716 minutes, respectively.  The penalty calculated for the deficit minutes was $31,066, $5,600, $28,593 and $25,134 for grades 9, 10, 11, and 12, respectively.  The penalty for grade 9, 11 and 12 of $84,793 was accrued as of June 30, 2008 as a reduction of 2007/08 apportionment revenue.  For grade 10, the Organization will apply for a waiver in accordance with 47612.6 and will make up the deficit minutes in grade 10 for the next two school years, 2008-09 and 2009-10.  
One teacher at East Palo Alto Charter School (EPACS) did not have a valid credential to teach core subjects in the State of California, in accordance with Education Code 47605(l).  In accordance with Education Code 47612.5, the minutes the teacher taught were disallowed in calculating the instructional minutes, causing the school to be in a deficit of required instructional minutes for grade 5.  The disallowed minutes of 15,000 were deducted from the total offered, which caused grade 5 to have a deficit of 1,605 minutes. The penalty calculated for the deficit minutes was $9,294.  The amount was not accrued as of June 30, 2008 as the Organization plans to apply for a waiver in accordance with Education Code 47612.6 to make up the deficit in grade5 for the next two school years, 2008-09 and 2009-10.
