That the membership of the seven original members of the Citizens’ Oversight Committee (COC) be allowed to continue for an additional two-year term. The waiver will end on or before April 26, 2011. California Education Code (EC) Section 33051(b) will NOT apply. 

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved twelve waivers similar to this request since 2007. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Under the provisions of EC sections 33050 through 33053, the Moreno Valley Unified School District (USD) requests that specific language of EC Section 15282(a) relating to term limits for members of a COC be waived as follows:

Education Code Section 15282(a): The citizens’ oversight committee shall consist of at least seven members to serve for a term of two years without compensation and for no more than two consecutive terms.  

The purpose of the COC is to inform the public concerning the expenditure of bond revenues. The COC reviews and reports on the proper expenditure of taxpayers’ money for school construction. The COC holds public meetings and advises the public as to whether the district is in compliance with all of the statutory requirements of the bond and school construction projects. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The Moreno Valley USD requests to retain the seven members of the current seven members COC for an additional two-year term. These members were initially approved 

by the Moreno Valley USD in April of 2004. The term of these members expired on April 26, 2009. 

The extension of time would allow the continued participation of these experienced members and will aid the district in its efforts to successfully complete the final expenditure of all bond proceeds from Measure A. The continued participation will preserve continuity and enable the experienced members to continue to provide advice and guidance to the district. 

The district states that it has proven to be a challenge to find members that are willing to make the commitment to serve on the COC for a short period of time.   

The Department recommends approval of this waiver request for seven members as can be seen on Attachment 2. 

Because this is a general waiver, if the SBE decides to deny the waiver, it must cite one of the seven reasons in EC 33051(a).
