We are a small rural unified school district with about 5,000 students K-12. We have had to lay off 16 teachers and will be reviewing our options regarding classified staffing levels. The district is one of the larger employers in the community so any reduction in workforce in keenly felt here. However, purchasing two full on adoptions at the cost of approximately $1,000,000,000 at this time places a heavy financial burden on our little district.
