	High Priority Schools Grant Program (HPSGP): Review of Schools Not Meeting Growth Targets After 24 Months: Development of State Board of Education Procedure


	Attached are two tables of schools identified by the October 28, 2004, release of the Academic Performance Index (API) as schools that have failed to achieve their growth targets in each of their first two years of implementation in the HPSGP. 

The first table (Attachment 1) identifies 134 schools that failed to meet their growth targets during both years of implementation but made significant growth. It is recommended that the State Board of Education (SBE) direct the State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) to send a letter to the governing board of each school directing them to hold a public hearing at a regularly scheduled meeting to ensure that members of their school community are aware of the lack of progress.

There were no HPSGP schools that failed to make any positive API growth during both of their first two years of implementation. Consequently, there is no additional recommendation for such schools from staff.

The second table (Attachment 2) identifies 111 HPSGP schools that currently do not have two years of valid API scores or are in the process of correcting their data. Staff will work with these schools to assist them in determining their API or equivalent growth and will bring them to the SBE once growth is determined.
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
