	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	The petitioner, Mr. Salsman, has a handheld computer system capable of pronunciation diagnosis or computer assisted oral reading that at least one County Office of Education has told him they cannot purchase because funding is not available for that purpose.  Mr. Salsman seeks, through this petition and a similar petition to the Office of Secretary of Education, to amend regulations to allow the expenditure of IMFRP funds and specific technology program funds for the purpose of purchasing his product.

The list of allowable expenditures in Title 5 section 9531(c)) of the California Code of Regulations which Mr. Salsman seeks to amend is taken directly from Education Code section 60242 and cannot be changed through regulation.
