FINAL STATEMENT OF REASONS

UPDATE OF INITIAL STATEMENT OF REASONS

The proposed regulation provides technical clean-up of inaccuracies in the regulations adopted in 1992 and 1993. The proposed regulation also adds state and federal privacy requirements for student records and medical records; removes unneeded reformatting requirements; adds guidance for the awarding of grants; provides a more realistic timeline for appeals, which will ensure that grant funds reach local education agencies in a timely manner; removes consultation requirements regarding appeals with the Healthy Start Support Services for Children Program Council; and reestablishes the intent of the Legislature for a competitive request for applications process.

SUMMARY AND RESPONSE TO COMMENTS RECEIVED DURING THE INITIAL NOTICE PERIOD OF MAY 20, 2005, THROUGH JULY 5, 2005

The proposed regulation text was made available to the public from May 20, 2005 through July 5, 2005. No written or oral comments were received.
ALTERNATIVES DETERMINATION

The State Board has determined that no alternative would be more effective in carrying out the purpose for which the regulation is proposed or would be as effective and less burdensome to affected, private persons than the proposed regulation.

LOCAL MANDATE DETERMINATION
