	If the State Board approves the staff recommendation in Item 14, the following should be added to the list of proposed changes to the NCLB Accountability Workbook:

Identification of Districts for Improvement (Finding 1.4)

Roll up achievement data to the district level and determine which of the districts missed the same content area two years in a row. For those districts, disaggregate the district results by grade spans and determine whether or not any grade span within the district met the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) criteria in the content area that the district as a whole failed for either of the two years. If one of the grade spans did meet the criteria in either of the two years, then the district is not identified for Program Improvement (PI).The grade spans in this instance are defined as elementary (grades 2-5), middle (grades 6-8), and high (grade 10).
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
