	Public Charter Schools Grant Program: Request to Fund the Recommended List of Charter Schools Grant Awardees


	Attached is the list of applications recommended for funding under the Public Charter Schools Grant Program. Three types of grants are available in this funding cycle -- Start-up, Implementation, and Dissemination.

Within the Start-up and Implementation grant types, there are three categories of funding: schools proposing to replicate an existing high quality charter school; schools proposing to create an innovative charter school; and conversion schools. Applicants recommended for grant awards submitted the highest scoring applications in each of these categories. Due to the number of applications received and the number of applications receiving very high scores, it is recommended that grants be funded at 90 percent of the applicants’ requested levels of funding. This amount, which is identified on the recommended awards list, allows for awarding an additional ten grants.

In addition, two applications previously disqualified in error in the June 2003 grant cycle were reviewed and are now recommended for funding. There are carryover funds to support both grants.
