	California Department of Education (CDE) staff recommends the State Board of Education (SBE) adopt the revised supplemental educational services regulations and send them forward to the Office of Administrative law for final approval.  


	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	At the September 8, 2004, SBE meeting, the SBE voted to send the draft Supplemental Educational Services Regulations out for 45-day comment period.  

A public hearing on the proposed Supplemental Educational Services Regulations was held on November 8, 2004.The public comment period closed at 5:00 p.m. the same day.

At the November 29, 2004, special meeting the SBE approved the proposed regulations with modifications from written public comments, the public hearing, and CDE staff recommendations. The amended regulations were sent out for a 15-day public comment period ending December 15, 2004 at 5:00 p.m.




	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	The 15-day public comment period for the Supplemental Educational Services regulations ended on December 15 at 5:00 p.m. The staff has reviewed and responded to the public comments that were received during that time. An updated Final Statement of Reasons and the revised regulations accompany this document.  The technical changes made to the regulations since the last meeting have been shaded in the attached regulations.
