	RECOMMENDATION

	The State Superintendent of Public Instruction (SSPI) recommends adoption of the Physical Education Model Content Standards for California Public Schools.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The Draft Physical Education Model Content Standards were provided to the State Board of Education (SBE) as an information item in December 2004.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	Education Code Section 51210 requires 200 minutes of physical education every 10 school days for students in grades one through six, and Education Code Section 51222 provides for 400 minutes of physical education every 10 school days for students in grades seven through twelve.

Education Code Section 60605.2 requires the SBE to adopt model content standards for physical education, pursuant to the recommendations of the SSPI. The model content standards are “intended to provide a framework for programs that a school may offer in the instruction of physical education.”

A committee appointed by the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, representing teachers from all K-12 grade levels, school administrators, and university faculty developed the Physical Education Model Content Standards.

The initial draft of the model content standards received considerable public and professional review in July and August of 2004.  Substantial comments were received through the field review process. The committee reviewed and evaluated each response and made substantive edits to the initial draft in preparation of the final draft of the model content standards.

The California Department of Education will disseminate the adopted Physical Education Model Content Standards to local educational agencies and other interested parties through multiple means.



	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)

	Because the model content standards are, by statute, not binding on local educational agencies, the standards do not have a significant fiscal impact.
