Mathematics Framework

The Commission conducted a public hearing on and approved the draft Mathematics Framework for recommendation to the SBE. The draft Framework has received an overwhelmingly positive reception with many reviewers supporting the proposals for intervention instructional materials and Algebra readiness. In addition, representatives of the California Mathematics Council complimented the Commission on listening to the field and working with teachers. This item is coming to you under separate cover.  

History-Social Science Adoption

The Commission successfully recruited additional applicants for the Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) and Content Review Panel (CRP) and these recommendations will be coming to you as a separate SBE item. We still anticipate needing additional members of the Content Review Panel in the areas of ancient history. Please let us know of any scholars who would like an application. The application form and related information are available at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/hs/im/. 

Reading/Language Arts Framework

In keeping with the principles recently published by the SBE and also in response to direction to the Commission from the SBE, the Commission will not propose any major changes to the Framework but will update the existing document by incorporating recent research. Dr. Beth Harn, an education researcher from the University of Oregon, presented to the Commission on her scope of work which includes a review of the literature with a focus on confirmed research that has been completed since 1998. The Commission will conduct a field review of the updated draft Framework in 2005 and plans to bring the Framework before the SBE for action in March 2006. 

Follow-Up Adoptions

The Commission successfully recruited applicants for the Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) and Content Review Panel (CRP) for the follow-up adoptions in reading/ language arts, foreign language, and mathematics, and these recommendations will be coming to you as a separate item. We still anticipate needing additional members of in the area of foreign language and fear that enough reviewers may not be available for the follow up adoption. We look forward to the possibility of adding to the current lists of available materials and providing more instructional options for our students. The follow-up adoption recommendations are anticipated to come before the SBE in September 2005.

This concludes the Curriculum Commission’s report for January. As always, we welcome your direction on all matters related to the Commission.
