	RECOMMENDATION

	That the State Board of Education (SBE) provide termination dates for its current and future lists of adopted instructional materials in order to define the period that publishers are responsible for supplying orders of instructional materials for districts and schools. The SBE is asked to approve the proposed termination dates given below: 

· History-social science, November 1, 2005

· Science, November 1, 2006

· Mathematics, November 1, 2007

· Reading/language arts, November 1, 2008

· Foreign language, June 30, 2012

· Health, June 30, 2013

The proposed termination dates for future lists are:

· History-social science, June 30, 2012

· Science, June 30, 2013

· Mathematics, June 30, 2014

· Reading/language arts, June 30, 2015

· Visual and performing arts, June 30, 2015


	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The SBE has not adopted termination dates for its existing lists of state-adopted instructional materials.


	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	Under the authority of Education Code Section 60200 and its sequence, the SBE adopts instructional materials for kindergarten and grades one through eight for six years in the core subject areas, including reading/language arts, mathematics, science, and history-social science; and for eight years in the areas of health, foreign language, and visual and performing arts. Education Code Section 60200(i) states that districts may begin purchasing instructional materials “from the date of adoption of the item and until a date established by the state board.” Sections 9515(e) of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations states: “‘Period of Adoption’ means the period of time that the instructional materials shall remain in adoption. This time period shall be specified in the ‘Schedule of Significant Events.’” Presently, the SBE has not specified any termination dates for its lists of instructional materials.

By adopting the proposed termination dates for the current lists, there will not be any period when a list does not exist. Districts will be able to purchase needed materials up to the point that a new list is created. For future lists, the proposed termination dates will provide for an overlapping period of seven months between the old and new lists. This will allow districts to transition in an orderly manner to newly adopted instructional materials programs.

Below are tables that outline past actions and proposed timelines. The first table examines the current lists of state-adopted instructional materials and the second table reviews the future lists of instructional materials. The following table contains the subject area, date of SBE action of adoption, proposed termination dates, and the length of adoption period for current lists of instructional materials.

By adopting both sets of proposed termination dates, the SBE will be ensuring that publishers provide instructional materials to districts throughout the period of adoption. At the same time, the SBE will be assisting districts in supplying students with current materials while allowing for thoughtful selection from future lists of adopted materials.


	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)

	The state’s Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) provides $333,000,000 to local educational agencies for instructional materials purchases in 2004-05. The requested action will allow school districts to continue purchasing needed replacement materials until such time that a new list is created. This action will help ensure that districts are able to address in a timely manner any actual or potential instructional materials insufficiencies they may discover.
