	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The State Board of Education appoints members to the Child Nutrition Advisory Council (CNAC) pursuant to Education Code Section 49533. The ACCS is composed of 13 members, 12 of whom serve three-year terms. The 13th member is a designee of the State Superintendent. The advisory committee is composed of individuals who reflect the child nutrition community, including one representative of each of the following: California Department of Education, school administrators, school board members, school food service directors, school food service supervisors/managers, classroom teachers, curriculum coordinators, nutrition education specialists, laypeople, Child Care Food Program sponsors, secondary school students, recognized parent-teacher organizations, and consultants in nutrition, education, child care, or health and welfare.


	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	The seven open positions are for representatives of school administrators, parent-teacher organizations, school food services supervisors/managers, school board members, nutrition education specialists, school food service directors, and laypeople. It is anticipated that the State Board’s Screening Subcommittee will recommend individuals for appointment to positions on the CNAC.
