	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the second request received by the State Board of Education (SBE) for a waiver of these particular EC/CCR sections, in order to continue use of AB 2519 materials; the first such request is also being considered at the March 2005 SBE meeting. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Poway Unified School District is requesting a waiver of CCR, Title 5, Section 9531(a)(3) and EC Section 60422 to continue using instructional materials in mathematics adopted under the AB 2519 K-8 Mathematics Instructional Materials Adoption until the next scheduled primary adoption in mathematics, currently scheduled for November 2007. 

CCR, Title 5, Section 9531(a)(3) and EC Section 60422 require districts to provide students with standards-aligned basic instructional materials in the four core subjects of reading/language arts, mathematics, science, and history–social science. These sections did not initially qualify materials adopted under the AB 2519 K-8 Instructional Materials Adoptions as “standards-aligned”; however, the Legislature later allowed districts to count these materials against the requirement of these sections (SB 18, Chapter 4 of the Statutes of 2003-04, which added EC 60423). The AB 2519 K-8 Mathematics list expired on July 1, 2003. The Legislature subsequently extended the date through which materials purchased under the AB 2519 Adoptions may be considered “standards aligned” for the purposes of the IMFRP (AB 1266, Chapter 573 of the Statutes of 2003). EC Section 60423 currently states that these materials may continue to be counted as part of a district’s fulfillment of EC 60422 through July 1, 2005. This waiver would also allow the district to count these materials against the sufficiency requirement of EC Section 60119, although it does not waive the district’s obligation to certify that it has sufficient materials for all of its students. 

The district is currently using the 2000 edition of the Prentice Hall mathematics program for grades 6-8, adopted from the 1999 AB 2519 Mathematics list. While part of this program was subsequently adopted in the 2001 K-8 Mathematics Primary Adoption, the district is using the earlier edition and is seeking a waiver of the above CCR, Title 5,  and EC sections so that it may continue using it until the 2007 K-8 Mathematics Primary Adoption is completed. 

The district estimates that it would cost approximately $508,459 to replace its current grades 6-8 mathematics texts with new editions. 

The district has provided assessment data that indicates performance in mathematics significantly above the state average. The 2004 Mathematics CST results for the district had 78% of second grade students scoring at Proficient or higher, with 66% of fifth graders scoring Proficient or higher (compared to 51% and 38% respectively for the state average). Complete assessment data is provided in addendum D to the district’s request. 

The Department recommends approval of this waiver request. 

Authority for the Waiver: EC 60422(c)

Period of request: June 30, 2005, through June 30, 2007. The district requested the waiver through June 30, 2008, but the operative section that provides the waiver authority, EC 60422(c), becomes inactive on July 1, 2007.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


If this waiver request is not approved, the district estimates a cost of $508,459 to replace the 2000 edition of the Prentice Hall mathematics program with new texts at its schools. This would represent approximately 30% of its total IMFRP allocation for 2004-05.
