	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The CDE presented a seminar on intervention and support for high priority schools in April 2004. Given the continuing need for one coherent, coordinated system for identifying and intervening in schools with inadequate achievement, the SBE has requested this seminar to better understand the current State and federal systems for high priority and program improvement schools and to explore ways of consolidating efforts in light of limited resources.

· Overlapping accountability requirements under state and federal law
