The California Department of Education (CDE) provides the following item to the State Board of Education (SBE) for information and action as deemed necessary and appropriate.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The results of the 2003 National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) reading and mathematics assessments were presented to the SBE in November of 2003. In July of 2004 a presentation was made by Educational Testing Service (ETS) on the relationship between the California Standards Tests and NAEP. An August 2005 information item presented a summary of the results of the 2004 NAEP Long Term Trend Assessment. A briefing on state NAEP 2005 was provided as an information item in October 2005.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In 2005 more than 1,000 California schools participated in the NAEP. This was the largest sample of schools from California ever to participate in NAEP. The assessment included reading, mathematics, and science. The results of the grade four and eight reading and mathematics assessments will be released on October 19, 2005.
