	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The purpose of the LEA Plan is to develop an integrated, coordinated plan that describes educational services for all students and can be used to guide program implementation and resource allocation. LEA Plans from direct-funded charter schools will be recommended for full approval. This approval allows the schools to access federal and state categorical funding.
